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Chapter One
This is where your first chapter begins. The first paragraph of a chapter usually has no first-line indent, which is the standard book convention. Replace this text with your own writing. The paragraph is set in a classic serif typeface, justified to both margins, with comfortable line spacing for reading.
From the second paragraph onward, each new paragraph starts with a first-line indent instead of a blank line between paragraphs. This is how printed books are typeset, and it is different from how most people format documents on screen. The indent signals a new paragraph without adding vertical space.
To use this template, type or paste your own text in place of these paragraphs. Keep using the Body Text style for normal paragraphs and the Body Text First style for the first paragraph after each chapter heading. Your margins, trim size, and spacing are already set for a six by nine inch printed book.
When you start a new chapter, apply the Heading 1 style to the chapter title. The chapter will automatically begin on a new page, and the title will appear in the table of contents when you update it.
Chapter Two
Each new chapter starts on its own page automatically because the Heading 1 style is set to break to a new page before it. You do not need to add page breaks by hand between chapters.
Continue writing your book using the same two styles. When your manuscript is finished, update the table of contents by right-clicking it and choosing Update Field, then export the document as a PDF to send for printing.
If you want a different trim size, change the page size under the Layout tab. If you want a different typeface, change the font in the styles. Everything else in this template will adjust around your changes.
